Many Mini Ministry Mysteries – compiled by 
Mary McKay 
Jim Roney’s Garden-altar Flowers 

Did you know……..? 
Jim Roney was a caring parishioner of St. James’.  He 
sang tenor in the choir for many years and he also 
was, for some time, the church treasurer. This story, 
however, concerns Jim’s love of gardening and the 
worship services at St. James’. 

Jim & his wife, Isa lived in a modest home near St. 
James’. They tended a prolific garden in their 
backyard. Each spring, Jim selected and planted 
gladiola corms that were designated for the August 
Sunday worship services at St. James'. Those glads 
were especially dedicated to the Glory of God! 

The placing of these lovely flowers on the altar has a 
parallel story. It was the ladies of the Altar Guild who 
arranged the flowers that Jim offered each summer. 
At that time, probably the 1970’s, the containers that 
were exclusively used for the altar were the brass 
vases that are still now occasionally used. These 
vases had rather narrow necks that accommodated 
most cut flowers very nicely but were not wide 
enough for the glads. Members of the guild of that 
era recall, with good humour, having to forcibly ‘stuff’ 
the gladiolas into the vases. We now, more often, 
use wider mouthed glass containers in which glads 
and other more bulky flowers can be easily arranged. 
Despite the difficulties of preparing these 
arrangements, the services were beautified by Jim’s 
gladiolas! 

The offering and arranging of Jim Roney’s summer 
altar flowers is another of the Many Mini Ministry 
Mysteries of St. James’.

Level: Beginner 
(accurate ¼” piecing and comfortable with 
ruler and rotary cutter)

whimsical or funky face using fused fabric, 
stitching & embellishment.
