What you may not know about St JamesO Ministries during its first 100 years
(Compiled by Mary McKay)

George Horn B Teacher & Anglican Lay reader (1891-1898)

Did you knowE..?

The ministry of teaching and of being a lay minister is invaluable in any Christian community. George
Horn had both of those callings when he was with the Temperance Colony from 1891 to 1898. He
ministered to the people of the colony, and in particular, the Anglicans who would eventually start St.
James’ in 1907.

At the corner of Empress and 10" Avenue in the North Park community of Saskatoon is nestled a small
grassy sanctuary called Horn Park. It is named after George E. Horn.

The following is from a newspaper article of unknown date in which Mrs. Maud Bate, a founding
member of St. James’ Anglican Church, was interviewed because she was a Temperance Colony
pioneer. A Saskatoon Commentator feature article (Jan. 2,1983) by Pete Russell about the park and
George Horn was also used.

The Little Stone School was built in 1887 on the present Victoria School site. The building is now
preserved on the U of S campus. It was not only a school by day, but after hours was the focal point for
such activities as church, choir practice, concerts, a literary society and dances. Maud Bate (hee
Garrison) was one of the many pupils who attended the Little Stone School.

Mrs. Bate’s husband always called this the golden age of education. He was the first secretary-treasurer
of the school and also for the public schools of Saskatoon until his death in 1934. He had initiated the
building of the Little Stone School. With stone mason Sandy Marr and help of others of the colony who
hauled granite rock from the riverbank he had built the school.

Mr. George E. Horn had come to the Saskatoon colony in 1891 from England where he had been head
master of a boy’s training school. He was the second teacher in the new school. In 1899 he left for
Japan to serve as a missionary.

Under his guidance, school lost all sense of drudgery. Mr. Horn was not only an experienced, highly
gifted and inspiring teacher of a most genial disposition but he was also a veritable storehouse of
general information. He soon became the acknowledged educational and cultural leader of the
community. He even assisted students to prepare for entrance to University or to obtain a 3™class
teacher’s certificate. This involved the knowledge of Latin, Greek and Euclid.

Mrs. Bate remembered Mr. Horn as being a heartily religious man who was made a lay reader by Bishop
Pinkham, pioneer Anglican churchman. Mr. Horn was the first licensed Anglican lay reader to lead
services in the school and he also conducted Bible study after school for those who wished to stay. He
was also a music teacher in the evenings who encouraged the choir by saying ..."now we are going to



sing in Albert Hall tonight.” Everybody came to the school in the evenings — mothers, fathers, and
children and all were taught to sing.

Part of St. James’ heritage lies in the ministry of this remarkable man who taught those pioneers of
Saskatoon. Hopefully our lives reflect some of his enthusiastic love of the Gospel, learning and life itself.
If you should happen to visit the Little Stone School or Horn Park then say a prayer in his memory and
remember his enthusiastic love for the Master and Maker of all.

Did you knowE..?

The Anglican people of the Saskatoon Termperance Colony, along with a few others, achieved the
ministry of planting a church in Nutana on the East bank of the South Saskatchewan River, in October
of 1907. The church was St. James’

The families from Ontario who signed up to be part of John Lake’s Temperance Colonisation Society
originated with Methodist ministers and laymen and those of kindred aims. Presbyterians, Anglicans and
Roman Catholics also joined this idealistic assembly. The leader, John Lake, was a Methodist Minister.
These people came as settlers and homesteaders to the Saskatoon colony in the early 1880’s seeking to
live in a community of sobriety. Worship and preaching the Gospel were essential to their being. Those
that worshipped using the Church of England liturgy were only a few among many.

Through the early years, the Temperance Colonists all worshipped regularly together in homes,
outdoors, or in public buildings. John Lake described a preaching that was held July 30, 1882 in F.
Clark’s home at Clark’s Crossing. Grace Westminster United is, in 2007, celebrating its 1255
anniversary. For the Anglicans of the colony it was a long wait of 25 years before they had their own
church home. The yearning would have been added to by the fact that the Methodists of the Colony had
their own church erected by 1892.

For the Anglican Diocese of Saskatchewan, during the early 1900’s, it was not unusual for new parishes
to be started. So in retrospect, it is hard to understand why it was actually quite extraordinary that St.
James’ came to be an entity. Once St. James’ was started it eventually became a self-supporting
evangelistic ‘mission church’ in its own right even though from its very beginnings it didn't quite fit the
norm. In the case of St. James’, the wills of the faithful stirred the spirit. On October 7™, 1907 those
souls, persistent and faithful to the traditions of the Church of England, finally were able to worship
together, with their young incumbent, Rev. H. J. Likeman, in the newly build wooden church of St.
James’ in Nutana of Saskatoon.

At the turn of the century, the pressures on the Church of England in Western Canada to minister to the
many hundreds of British settlers were quite overwhelming. Sixty non-ordained catechists from
England were recruited by Archdeacon Exton Lloyd to minister to Western Canada. Their missionary
zeal was great and that enthusiasm was strongly supported financially by various British Church
Societies. Archdeacon Exton Lloyd was here, there and everywhere as clusters of ‘Church of England’
adherents in settlements from Lloydminster to Humboldt, beyond and in-between, wanted to establish
their own parishes. As the west was gradually homesteaded out, the pressures on the Diocese grew.

So why was the coming to be of St. James’ rather remarkable? What were the impediments to starting
a parish in Nutana? By 1906 there were already two Anglican parishes established in Saskatoon. Those
being St. John’s (1902) and St. George’s (1906). The growth on the West Side of the river had been
quite phenomenal and in early 1907, Christ Church was established in the Caswell Hill area of
Saskatoon. The community of Nutana, was a tiny settlement. The pressures on Bishop Newnham and
Archdeacon Lloyd to foster rural parishes were immense.



The opinion of the Diocese at that time was that the Anglicans of the Temperance Colony had had a
place and means of worship since 1887 when the Little Stone School had been built on Broadway at
10" St. It had become the community centre for the Colonists.

Besides all that, by the spring of 1907 the three Anglican churches on the West Side of the river were
more accessible. It was considered that the problems of the erratic ferry system and other dangerous
means of crossing the river would be alleviated by the ‘Traffic Bridge’ that was being built in 1907.
Because of this and the fact that there were only a few potential parishioners in Nutana at that time,
the establishing of a *Church of England’ on the East Side of the river had a low priority. It took some
convincing and persistence by Mr. W. P. Bate and his fellow Anglicans to finally sway Bishop Newnham
to have Lloyd send Rev. Likeman from St. John’s, Saskatoon, to be incumbent for those Nutana
Anglicans who had for so many years longed to have their own parish.

It is interesting to note that while Likeman was appointed to the Nutana Parish he was to continue
assisting Rev. Davies at St. John's. His instructions included the afterthought that he could build a
church structure in his ‘spare’ time. Rev. Davies, rector of St. John’s (1905-'07) actually donated a
small three-cornered lot about 100 yards from St. James’ present location to the tiny congregation.
Lloyd’s preaching about the prairie churches on one of his campaign tours of England had resulted in a
donation of some funds for lumber from a lady of St. James’, Doncaster. Hence our name. So the men
put their shoulders to the shovel and Rev. Likeman, his ‘Curate’ Hutchings along with Charlie Barnes of
St. George’s, Bill Fidgett, Will Bate and other eager founding parishioners built the small wooden
structure that was consecrated as St. James’. Mr. Bate was the first organist and warden!

Before the Church and Parsonage were actually completed, the preset lots at the corner of 12" and
Dufferin were purchased and given to the young parish by a Norwich gentleman, Mr. George Winch,
who was visiting Saskatoon! Rev. Likeman had shown him the three West Side parishes. On seeing
where St. James’ was located he had Rev. Likeman show him to a real estate agent (Wiggins?). Mr.
Winch then purchased three lots at 12" and Dufferin, for it is thought, $1000. He then gifted the land
to the St. James’ congregation. The newly built wooden church and rectory were put on skids and
moved to the new property.

Eventually, with the coming of the University and then Emmanuel College, the little congregation grew
and plans were underway to build the red brick church. So the cornerstone was laid and the structure
of the walls and steeple, as we know them today, was started in 1912.

Many ministries and missions were launched. The parish of St. James’ has been meeting challenges,
facing adversities and living out the Gospel in the community of Nutana and beyond all through its first
100 years! That’s One Not So Mini Ministry
