Their conversation one evening turned to the discussion of favourite
psalms and chants. Ted declared that Psalm 84, O how lovely are thy dwellings was his most
cherished. They were by now in front of the Thompson home on Dufferin Ave. It was a crisp
winter night brightly moonlit with the tree branches encrusted with hoarfrost. With great joyful
expression and emphatic arm gestures, Ted sang psalm 84 to his most loved chant.

Cliff, LilÕs husband, was indoors awaiting LilÕs return from practice when he heard the ÔsingingÕ
out front of the house. When he peeped through the curtains he beheld that memorable scene
of TedÕs amazing serenade under GodÕs canopy.

TedÕs love of singing our LordÕs music with such heart and soul is another of the Many Mini
Ministry Mysteries of St. JamesÕ.
